Ensemble honoring President Barack Obama. She is devoted to sharing,
perpetuating and teaching the traditional dances and culture of Polynesia including
those of Native Hawaiian, Tahitian, Samoan and Maori. Kaina Quenga is a true
ambassador of Aloha.
